• 16 Yard Line


• 5 Posts


• 5 Shots Per Post


• 25 Shots Per Round



General Gun Safety
1. Never point a gun at anything you’re not willing to DESTROY.


2. Never place your finger on the trigger until you’re ready to fire.


3. Be aware of your target and BEYOND.



Trap Specific Safety
• 1 Shell


• Action Closed Only When Turn


• Gun In Rack If Not Shooting


• Shells Only On Line


• Up & Open / Down & Open



Infractions
1. First time you’re out for the night.


2. Second time you’re out for the season.



What to Bring
YES:


• Ears


• Eyes


• Gun (grant)


• Shell Pouch


• Shells (grant)

NO:


• Release Triggers


• Reloads


• Toe Pads



What to Expect
• Squadding email will be sent Wednesday or Thursday.


• Arrive at DGSC around 5:50 pm (be courteous).


• Fast squads - check in at assigned field and shoot (pay after).


• Remaining squads - check in at clubhouse (pay before).


• Weekly review and then shooting.


• Squads across 6 fields (1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 7).


• Free to go after shooting or stay and eat, hang, or shoot.


• Snacks and scorers sign up.
